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Reading: Students are learning the important behaviors in order for them to do their best independent reading. Each day they are working on building their stamina to be able to read/focus for a longer period of time.  


Math:  Students continue are using number bonds to learn the combinations of 6, 7, 8 and 9.  They then use the number bonds to create number sentences. 


Word Study: Student reviewed the Fundations lines (sky line, plane line, grass line and worm line) Students used these lines to practice the correct formation for writing the capitals and lower case letters.  Students started learning the letter names, keywords and the corresponding sounds. So far we have learned; t, b, f, m, n, i, o, u, a, g, d, s.  We will continue to focus on letter formation for capital and lower case letters.
