June 14 is Flag Day when we commemorate the adoption of our
country’s flagin 1777.

Established in 1949, Flag Day gives us an opportunity to look back
on the history of our iconic red, white, and blue flag. According to
popular historical legend, Betsy Ross made the

first American flag in 1776. This design featured an
% alternating red-and-white horizontal striped field
' with white five-pointed stars arranged in a

circle within the blue portion of the flag. The thirteen stripes
represented—as they still do now—the original colonies.

Since the original design, the American flag has been officially
modified twenty-six times. The current version with fifty stars
(one for each state) has existed since 1960 and is the longest-

used version of the U.S. flag. It is also one of our nation’s most
widely recognized symbols.

Nicknames for the flag include The Stars and Stripes, Old Glory,
and The Star-Spangled Banner. There is also detailed etiquette
around the use, display, storage, and disposal of the flag.

This Flag Day, | hope you’re able to take a moment to reflect on
our flag’s storied heritage and significant symbolism.
