☺ Good researchers know how to paraphrase a text well.  Just a reminder, paraphrasing is the restatement of a text giving the meaning in different words.  When you write research papers, it is not expected that you will quote everything and it is considered to be plagiarism if you copy the original work verbatim (word-for-word).  However, you can condense large portions of text by placing essential information in your own terms.
