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What’s Been Happening in the Classroom 
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Language Arts – Reading & Writing: Biography Research Reports Students are in the process of reading non-fiction text using online resources (Pebble Go) along with library resources to take notes including important information about an important person they chose to research. After research is complete, students will write a report and present their biography report to our class!

Word Study using Fundations: We have been busy learning about Vowel Team letters and how two letters make one sound. We have learned ai, ay for long a; ea, ee, ey for long e; and oi and oy. Ay, ey and oy are often found at the end of a syllable. Students then have spelling options for sounds at the beginning or middle of a syllable. Lots of word knowledge! Students are doing a great job applying their understanding of words for both reading and writing!

Mathematics: We just finished our unit assessment for Module 5 – Addition and Subtraction within 1,000 with Word Problems to 100. Students are learning strategies composing and decomposing tens and hundreds making solutions of adding and subtracting easier and more accurate. We are beginning Module 6 - Foundations of Multiplication and Division. Students will work with the formation of equal groups, arrays and equal groups, rectangular arrays as a foundation for multiplication and division, along with the meaning of even and odd numbers. Please continue to help your child practice and memorize addition and subtraction facts for fluency in computation. We will use these facts as a base for understanding multiplication and division. Thank you for this support at home. 

Social Studies:  This month we begin our new unit about Maps & Globes Students will learn how people use natural resources and the land to meet their needs and wants. They will learn how maps show cultural features like a boundary, city, highway and capital. Students will investigate what a globe is, along with various maps. We will explore continents and countries and determine their similarities and differences. WE LOVE MAPS!
