We are continuing our practice of tapping to read and spell CVC (Consonant Vowel Consonant) words. This week we also began our work on trick words (same thing as sight words). Students are practicing on spelling them and on using a resource to help them. 


In math, we have been working on identifying equivalent expressions. Some examples are 3+4 = 4+3 as well as 6+2 = 3+5. Sometimes we find some that are false, like 


3+4 = 2+6, and then change one of the numbers to make it a true number sentence. This is some pretty impressive work for first graders!


In social studies we talked about rights and responsibilities. We shared responsibilities the students have at home and at school and we read a beautiful book called, I Have the Right to Be a Child by Aurelia Fronty.
