This week in Fundations we reviewed tapping the sounds in CVC (Consonant Vowel Consonant) words (ie. leg). Tapping the sounds helps students to read words as well as to learn to spell them. This is a strategy we will use all year. 





In math, we have been working on using the strategy of counting on. Students have practiced adding on to find the total when adding 2 parts (4+3 =?  Say fooooouuur, five, six, seven). They have also practiced finding a missing part by counting on  and keeping track of how many they counted on(3 + ? = 9  Say, threeeeee, 4, 5, 6, 7, 8, 9). We draw dots to keep track of how many we add on or we use our fingers. This strategy is more efficient than the strategy of counting all. Of course the most efficient strategy is to just know your facts, and some kids are able to do that!Ask your child to show you!





In Social Studies we learned about solving problems (conflict resolution) and why we even need to have rules. We do a lot of role playing to practice.
