1.  Flippant

Showing an inappropriate disregard for things; disrespectful.

Example: Her flippant attitude doesn’t earn her many friends

2.  Goad

To urge, persuade, or prod, especially toward a given action.  Originally, a goad was a pointed stick used to prod animals.

Example: Jermaine decided not to write his name on the wall, despite his friends’ attempts to goad him into doing so.

3.  Hapless

Luckless, unfortunate.  A hapless person is unlucky.

Example: Jarvis is a hapless individual.  He never gets a break.
4.  Illicit

Illegal or morally unjustifiable.  Illicit refers to something not sanctioned by custom or law.

Example: We all know that the money was acquired by illicit means, don’t we?

5.  Juvenile

Not fully grown or developed; young; adolescent

Example: Since he is only sixteen, he will be tried as a juvenile in the court of law.
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
