1. The diary has several settings.  Map out each and detail the main events that occur in each setting.
2. The narrator’s man vs. self conflict is very repetitious and cyclic.  Describe the essence of this conflict and cycle.  Use direct textual references in your response.
3. What narrative point-of-view is used throughout the book?

4. How does the “round peg … square hole” analogy from our essential question apply to the protagonist?
5. With regards to the chocolate covered peanut incident, to what extent has revenge come full circle?

6. What is hyperbole?  In addition to defining this term, give an example from the diary.  Why is your example hyperbolic?
7. Using quotes to back up your response, analyze these various forms of conflict:
a. man vs. man

b. man vs. self
8. Based on the first five diary entries (pages 7-9), summarize how our narrator is characterized.  Use textual references to support your answer.

9. July 10th is an important entry for our narrator.  She says of her experience, “I don’t know whether I should be ashamed or elated” (32).  What does she feel with regards to the event?

10.  In what ways might “Button … Button … Whose got the button” serve as a turning point in the narrator’s life?  Refer directly to the July 10th entry to support your answer.

11.  In the July 14th entry our narrator alludes to Alice in Wonderland.  In what ways does she personify or mirror Alice?

12.  On July 20th our narrator experiments with speed and says, “I felt great, free, …” (38).  With regards to her characterization, why would she feel perfected?

13.  Our narrator says, “Imagine losing my virginity four nights before seeing Roger again.  The awful irony of it” (45).  What’s the irony (explain the expectation, the reality of the situation, and how the two have a disconnect)?

14.  The entry indicated ? (page 59) is riddled with the narrator’s insecure suspicion of Richie.  Why does she have reason to be concerned?  Refer directly to the text.

15.  Based on the Oct. 19th entry consider the following:

a. Will the grass grow greener on the other side of the fence (In San Fran.)?

b. Analyze what the narrator means by the “giant round robin”

c. What are her true motivations for reporting Richie?

d. What is the true motivation for leaving?

16.  The past can never be erased.  How does this concept apply to the Jan. 6th, 8th, 14th, 15th, and 21st?  And based on these entries, will the past become the present again for our narrator?

17.  The undated entry on pages 101-102 finds our narrator questioning her sexuality.  What motivates her confusion and why does she feel so conflicted?

18.  Based on the entry from 105-108, what symbolic quality does a new diary have for our narrator?

19.  Based on the entry from 105-109, answer one of our essential questions: why is there such an enormous gap between the adult and teen world?

20.  The April 24th entry presents many issues

a. Why don’t our narrator’s parents know about her past?  Are they oblivious or just uncaring?

b. Describe the interior and exterior conflicts that surround our narrator

c. Why can’t our narrator simply change schools?

d. What place does God have in our narrator’s life?
