Discussion Questions

Pages 101-187

1. Analyze and interpret what our narrator means when she says, “This life is beautiful.  It’s so goddamned beautiful I can hardly stand it.  And I’m a glorious part of it!  Everybody else is just taking up space.  Goddamned stupid people I’d like love to shove life down all their throats and then maybe they’d understand what it’s all about”(101).

2. The undated entry on pages 101-102 finds our narrator questioning her sexuality.  What motivates her confusion and why does she feel so conflicted?

3. Based on the undated entry on page 102 (sex for drugs) has our narrator lost touch with her true self?

4. Analyze and interpret what our narrator is implying in the following comment: “I really think that we are a bunch of gutless wonders.  We get pissed off when someone tells us what to do, but we don’t know what to do unless some fat bastard tells us”(104).

5. Based on the entry from 105-108, what symbolic quality does a new diary have for our narrator?

6. Based on the entry from 105-109, answer one of our essential questions: why is there such an enormous gap between the adult and teen world?

7. In the entry on page 128 our narrator tells us that she read over her most recent entries and that “They are a lie!  A bitter, evil cursed lie!” (108).  What does she mean by this?

8. In the April 6th entry our narrator begins a new diary and ponders her future as a counselor.  Do you think she’d make a good counselor?

9. Why might the April 8th (Later) entry mark a turning point in our narrator’s life?

10.  In the April 19th entry our narrator declines an invite to a party.  Her friend Jan says, “We know you’ll be back” (118).  Will our narrator remain on the ‘bandwagon.?’

11.  The April 24th entry presents many issues

a. Why don’t our narrator’s parents know about her past?  Are they oblivious or just uncaring?

b. Describe the interior and exterior conflicts that surround our narrator

c. Why can’t our narrator simply change schools?

d. What place does God have in our narrator’s life?

12. With regards to the June 2nd evening entry, did our narrator do the right thing by phoning Jan’s parents?

13. Based on the June 8th and 9th entries, what should our narrator do?

14.  Based on the (?) entry on page 137, why do our narrator’s old friends have such a personal vendetta?

15.  With regards to pages 145-150, perform a thorough conflict analysis and analyze the worms as a symbol.

16.  The Epilogue asks, “was it an accidental overdoes?  A premeditated overdose?  Or, was it an act of vindication?”  How do you believe our narrator died?
