The solo festival is an invaluable experience for students, evaluating three different areas of performance; scales, a prepared solo, and sight-reading. The certified adjudicator is a specialist who will record constructive comments on the student’s performance. Solos range in difficulty from I–VI.


The district will provide an accompanist for the student when appropriate, but the parent is responsible for the registration fee of $12.00 for solos Level 1 - 4;  $18.00 for solos Level 5 & 6, provide an original copy of the solo (photo copies are not allowed), and provide transportation to and from the festival site.
